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Emma Copestake, Sefton CVS’s Heritage Development Officer, delivered a short presentation 

to introduce the Community within Communities: Our Voices to be Heard project funded by 

the National Lottery Heritage Fund.  

The presentation explained that the project included multiple strands including:  

• Historic Townships: 9 groups of Volunteer Heritage Researchers will work with 

Emma to create a banner for their township. These banners will then be brought 

together in a touring exhibition that will take place towards the end of 2022. The 9 

townships are: Bootle, Litherland, Waterloo, Maghull, Aintree, Netherton, Southport, 

Formby and Crosby.   

• Community Grants: the project includes a community grants programme which will 

be launched in early 2022 for groups to apply for up to £2,000 to run their own heritage 

projects. Funded projects must take place between April and November.  

• Training: Throughout the project there will be training opportunities to support groups 

with their applications, running their projects and evaluating them. If you feel there is a 

particular training session you would like to be run, please get in touch to let us know.
